The FAA is changing the taxi instructions for aircraft movements, effective the end of June. The
summary from the instruction to controllers states, “This change establishes the requirement that an e
plicit runway crossing clearance be issued for each runway (active/inactive or closed) crossing and requ
aircraft/vehicle to have crossed the previous runway before another runway crossing clearance may be i
airports where the taxi route between runway centerlines is less than 1,000 feet apart, multiple runway c
may be issued after receiving appr ov &tForbPyerce h e
there may not be much difference in taxi instructions, but at airports where you would cross multi-
ple runways to get to and from locations on the airport, you would get different phraseology. I
heard it referred to as a modified progressive taxi instructions. Pilot responsibility is that you

must read back your taxi to runway, hold short crossing points and include your call sign in the
transmission.
