Category and Class Rating Required to Carry Passengers

On April 21, 2005, the FAA issued a Flight Standards Notice
No. N 8700.42, titled: Issuance of Experimental Category and
Class Rating for the Holders of a Recreational Pilot Certificate
or Higher. After areview, EAA published aweb story on
May 9, 2005 outlining these new procedures, alink to the new
FAA Noticeisincluded in the story: http://www.eaa.org/
communi cations/eaanews/050509_rating.html .

The key to understanding the requirements set forth in the new
Noticeisthat this Notice DOES NOT affect pilots who are
aready properly rated to fly their experimental aircraft, e.g., a
pilot holds aairplane SEL rating - he/sheis qualified to fly
passengersin SEL experimental airplanes. It also DOES NOT
affect pilots who are flying single-seat experimental aircraft,
or those who fly experimental aircraft with more seats but that
never plan on carrying any passengers.

This Notice only affects pilots who are flying aircraft for
which they DO NOT hold the appropriate category/class rat-
ing or privilege. Examples:

1. A member called in - he holds an airplane SEL rating on
his pilot certificate, but is currently flying his experimental
amateur-built helicopter with just alogbook endorsement (as
authorized by the old standard). If he wantsto continue to fly

requirementsin the Notice, in this case he could be grand-
fathered per theinstructions. If he does not fly passengersin
his helicopter, then he can continue flying asis because the
Notice only involves those who fly passengers.

2. A member caled in- he has put over 200 hours on his
experimental amateur-built airplane and is concerned how
this new rule will effect him flying passengersin his RV-4,
and the RV-7 he'sbuying . Research showed that the pilot
holds a Commercial pilot certificate with aairplane SEL rat-
ing onit. Because he currently holds the appropriate category
and class rating for the experimental aircraft he flies, he does
not need to do anything except keep flying safely...

3. A member caled in - he holds a Recreational pilot air-
plane SEL certificate and is planning on buying a experimen-
tal light-sport powered parachute and wanted to know how
thiswould effect him when hefliesit as a Sport Pilot. This
new Notice does not effect him - FAR 61.301(a) and 61.317
require all Sport Pilotsto receive logbook endorsements for
the make and model L SA they will be flying, before they can
fly passengers (or act as PIC).

It may be afew months before operating limitations con-
tained in FAA Order 8130.2 is updated to include this new
requirement. The FAR's have been changed to require this
reguirement, so when visiting pilots/owners of new experi-
mental airplanes please inform them of this new requirement.

Finally, those who fly high performance, turboprop, or turbo-
jet experimental aircraft have different pilot qualification
requirements to meet, those requirements will not be ad-
dressed in this e-mail.

| was born in 1968 in Toulouse, France but unlike in "normal family life" 1 was almost immediately exported to Ivory
Coast in West Africa. My dad was an Agronomic specialist in tropica fruits. We lived mostly on farms and it was a great
time for akid: biking, fishing, building houses in the trees and getting to learn and accept the (obvious) difference between
people. When traveling back to France for the summer holidays we flew in Air Afrique or UTA's DC8; then one day
arrived the "big" DC10. Today | am writing from 30,000 ft in one of the last passenger-carrying NWA DC10s.

So | got to fly for the first time when | was 3 month old | was told; a Paris - Mexico - Managua (Nicaraguad) flight which
turned very complicated as my Mom and | missed a connection. So we stayed in Mexico a day or two until resuming the
search of my father somewhere in Nicaragua. | think that was my first real aviation adventure!

My first flight in a GA plane was in lvory Coast out of a grass airfield and if my memory is correct it was in a Cherokee.
We flew to watch the elephants and other buffalo on the near-by Tabou wildlife reserve and | can remember like if it was
yesterday the elephant raising its trunk, shaking their ear at us or running away.

Like many boys, | subscribed to aviation magazines and built so many plastic models.

My Dad aways told me he would have like to become a commercia pilot (why didn't he do it ??) and amost learned to fly
once but you know the amost.... Anyway | dreamed about it for many many years but waited very long before reaching
the good conditions.

| love dl kind of planes but have a preference for anything that is a bit old... 20 years or more. Starting from the warbird
craze | also learned to appreciate antiques and classics very much.

| dreamed to become a military or commercia pilot for a time but to say the truth | redlized | was too lazy to get into the
competition.

| returned to France to do my College and University study. To make it as original as possible, | graduated from Biology
and Aquaculture Engineering (farming in the water it is). In 1991 | started gliding in France and learned alot from it but it
was "too dow". Not the flying; this one was fantagtic but the flight opportunities; we were flying on a wave out of a cliff
on the sea shore in the North of France in Normandy (LFAU) and it was really up on wind and rain conditions... so | made
the move and initiated my airplane flying school out of Muret airport (LFBR) just South of Toulouse. Work change took
me to Cyprus for a time and after returning to France in the region of Marsaille | resumed and completed in 1993 my
Private Pilot License at Marseille Int'l aiport (LFML); a busy commercia airport for us, with many civilian and military
controlled airspaces around it. During this time | mostly flew Robin aircraft (type DR400) a wood and fabric delightful
aircraft (French made) and the dreadful PA38 Tromahawk (this no typo).

In 1996 another twist in my life took me to work for a Utah company specidized in shrimp feeds (yes raising shrimp is a
business and you need the food then!) and this is when | had issued my FAA license and made my first night hours,
learned about Density Altitude and got into my first Bravo airspace with airliners everywhere (KSLC) and ... by the way
got to learn to spesk.... English.

| was soon send to establish a new subsidiary in Ecuador, passed my Ecuadorian Private and | joined the local aeroclub in
Guayaquil. | was then introduced to some venerable old high wings: Cessnas 150, 172, 182 and PA18.... and got to learn....
Spanish.

The great PA18 taught me several new twists and | got my tailwhedl endorsement; then | learned to land my C182 on a
shrimp farm jetty: 1,200 ft x 15 ft of dirt. Believe me, my mouth was dry despite all this water around me! Why is that
"flying" is actualy that much about "landing" ? Flying in Ecuador is not simple but it is great and | continue to fly over
there as often as | go.
